Se— TERRACE Sidewalk Project

This project addresses two high priority school-
pedestrian safety issues in our community by
completing the sidewalk connections near Mountlake
Terrace Elementary School and the Mountlake
Terrace High School. '

54th Avenue West, between 220th and 223rd Streets
SW, is a key north/south pedestrian route to 220th
Street SW, an arterial with sidewalks that connects
directly to Mountlake Terrace Elementary School.
The School District has included 54th Avenue in its
network of designated school walk routes.  The
existing street is paved but is narrow and lacks curbs,
sidewalks, and an adequate storm drainage system.
Pedestrians must share the roadway shoulders with
parked cars that force school children to walk in the
road. The proposed improvement project will create a
sidewalk on one side of the street to separate our
young school children from motor vehicles.

(1 ell Mountlake Terrace High School has two entrances.
- The west entrance on 44th Avenue W is for vehicles
St o and pedestrians; the north entrance on 214th Street
SW is for pedestrians only. 214th Street SW is
partially improved with intermittent sidewalks that
lead to the north entrance. The proposed safety
project will complete the missing segments along the
street to provide continuous sidewalks from 44th
Avenue W to the City limit. (Approximately 1/8
mile).

Federal Requested

Following a series of arson fires in the 1980s that
destroyed its most significant businesses, the struggle
to keep Mountlake Terrace’s town center vital seemed
almost hopeless.

In 2007, the City Council responded by adopting a
visionary Town Center Plan with considerable
community input - a project recognized by Governor
Gregoire for its vision and community involvement.
Zoning codes were overhauled to encourage mixed
use and smart growth, and developer interest surged.

But by 2009, the national economic recession had led
to a need for development incentives through strong
public partners - not only to create housing and jobs,
but to improve water quality and storm water
management in the Puget Sound region.

A key catalyst to meeting both economic and
environmental needs is a regional storm detention
facility to serve Town Center properties. This project
also addresses water quantity and water quality issues
identified in  the  recently-adopted  Lake
Ballinger/McAleer Creek Strategic Action Plan
developed by the cities of Mountlake Terrace,
Edmonds, Lynnwood, Lake Forest Park, Shoreline
and Snohomish County. Since grant resources are
unavailable and the City does not have adequate
funds, a federal appropriation is needed for this
important project.
