Report suspicious activity:

When you call 911, they will ask what you
are reporting, give a direct and brief re-
sponse. They will prioritize your call, so
you do not have to worry about a critical
situation not being reported while you
are on the phone. They can handle nu-
merous calls at a time.

Give the best description you can of what
has happened, what a person or vehicle
looked like, and where you are.

Wait for the 911 call taker to end the call.

The Police will not call you back unless
they need more information or you spe-
cifically request that they do. Their time
is valuable, so please only request a call if
you need to give them more information,
not just because of curiosity.
